P R O G Ra M S  The County Office of Education is 
committed to reducing the incidence of truancy and 
dropout. Each year over 375 students in the County fail 
to earn a diploma. E�orts include supporting school 
districts, educating parents and implementing the 
School Attendance Review Boards; collecting reliable 
data to identify early signs of truancy and monitoring 
trends in school attendance; and, �nally, coordinating 
the Truancy Board, which brings truant families before 
a panel of representatives from the County O�ce of 
Education, District Attorney, Probation, Social Ser-
vices and school administration.

�e County O�ce operates 17 classes and centers for 
students, birth through age 22, with severe disabilities 
such as mental retardation, autism, orthopedic impair-
ment or deaf/hard of hearing. These classes are 
primarily located in the south county. Instruction is 
provided by either itinerant teachers who provide direct 
instruction and consultation for students enrolled in 
general education programs, or classroom teachers with 
specialized training and credentials designed to meet 
the needs of severely handicapped students.
